It Gerald MeCraith joined the Orchid Society of Victoria in 1931, when
it was the only Orchid Society in Australia. Today, there are at 1east 217
societies, many of the stilated and encouraged by Gerald. Since 1931,
with a brief interregmumn for wartitne serwice in the Signal Corps, he has
devoted hitnself to the development of orchid interest, conserwation atd
culture in Australia. He ig the co-founder, with Hermmon Slade, and most
senint director of the Australian Orchid Foundation. He was also active in
the formation of the Australian Orchid Council, and chaired it during the
fith Warld Orchid Conference in Sydney.

The Australian Orchid Foundation is a woluntary organisation of 100
members, dewoted to the preservation, protection, promotion, and
cultivation of all orchid species and hybrids. It disburses many thogsands
of dollars ewery wear, all raised from wvoluntary contributions, towards
projects that further these aims.

Gerald IcCraith has heen untinihg i pursuing the work of the
Foundation. For his work, he was made a Wember of the Order of
Anstralia i 1993 He will be well known to many here today as he has
also been untiting in his support for and attendance at successive World
Orchid Conferences. He haz attended every Conference since the Fourth,
in Singapore. This iz the first that advancing vears have oblizsed him to
forego.

The Orchid Society of South East Asia is wery happy that Gerald
M Craith has accepted the Fellowship and gold medal of the Society in
recagnition of his lifetime dedication to orchid science and horticulture.

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Jane’s Apricot and Coconut Slice
Ingredients:
e 250grms plain sweet biscuits, crumbled

e 1 cup dried apricots, finely chopped

e 1% cups desiccated coconut

¢ 300mls Nestle Condensed Milk

e 125grms butter

e 1% cups Nestle Milk Melts, melted
Method:

1. Line base of 18cm x 28cm baking tin
with baking paper.

2. Combine biscuit crumbs, apricots and
coconut in a medium bowl.

3. Place NESTLE Sweetened Condensed
Milk and butter in a medium saucepan.

4. Stir over medium heat until butter is
melted and ingredients are combined.

5. Pour into dry ingredients and mix
thoroughly. Press mixture into pan
and refrigerate until set.

6. Pour melted chocolate evenly over
slice, allow to set. Cut into squares to
serve.
